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Specific Request:

Provide a copy of the Requirements Verification Traceability Matrix. A plan for developing it would be acceptable for PDR.

Supporting Rational:

No integrated RVTM currently exists.  Requirements and their method of verification are spread across subsystem performance specifications.

Response:

The detailed subsystem and system verification methods, plan, traceability and test levels have been captured in the LAT Program Instrument Performance Verification Plan (LAT-MD-00408), which is available on the LAT website.  It is currently being reviewed by the Project.

The requirements management’s management database tool (Dynamic Object-Oriented Requirements System – DOORS) will be used to trace and link the requirements and verifications.  As test procedures are identified, the traceability matrix will be populated and updated in the LPVP.  The verification traceability matrix identifies verification activities other than test as appropriate (for example, analysis, inspection, etc.).
